Agenda / Discussion

1. Approve previous month’s minutes: Passed, meeting minutes will be provided next month.  
2. Fall

a. Registrations – Mike Brodeur provided there are 541 registered players and he is expecting about 40 more. 

b. MAYS Update – Keith Jackson provided that Referees for U10 and up will be provided by MAYS.  U7 and U8 will be provided by MUYSA.  MAYS will have both 11v11 and 8v8 formats for U12. 
c. Field Updates:

i. Grover Field – Field is used for U12 and above.  Will be used for all 11v11 games. Continue to let the opposing team coaches know that parking is only allowed on one side of the street and to obey posted parking signs.  The field may have to be set up for both 8v8 and 11v11.  One painted white and the second painted with the orange paint.   

ii. Hood Field – Will be used for the U8 program.     

iii. Kiwanis Field – Offline for repairs. Dave Adams will update the club on the progress.

iv. West River Field – The field was used extensively in the spring.  The field will be offline in the fall to give the grass a chance to grow. 

v. High School – MUYSA can use the field on Saturdays, will be used for the U7 program.    

vi. Clough School – MUYSA has worked with the school to fertilize the field.  The field will be used for U10’s.  There is no storage at Clough, the Hood Shed will be used for storage. 

vii. Miscoe Hill – Will be used for the U12’s and an 8v8 field. Games have to be completed by 1:00pm to allow for football.  

viii. Memorial Park in Mendon – Will be used for U6 program. 

ix. Memorial School -  Will be used for U10 practices.

3. Coaches Education – Mendon will not have coach’s courses in the fall.  There are G, F, and E courses available at the Hab.  New coaches are encouraged to attend the G course. MUYSA will reimburse coaches for the costs of the course.  Course dates can be obtained from the MAYS website.  New CORI forms are required for each coach, MUYSA is registering 81 coaches for the fall season.

4. Referee Coordinator – Chris W. will schedule U7 and U8 programs.  MAYS will schedule U10 and above.
5. Equipment Update:  
a. Equipment Coordinator – Chris Schimp has a new contact at Soccer Wholesale. The service has been great.  

i. Chris Schimp will evaluated assembling a “Coaches Package” for the fall.   The package would be for new coaches and would include: A mesh bag, FirstAid Kit, Pinny’s, Cones, 2 game balls and 8 practice balls.  Total package cost is $117.00
ii. Chris also provided that he has 8’x12’ nets and 4’x8’ nets, two flag sets.

b. Soccer Balls and Trophies – Chris will be issuing practice MUYSA logo balls for the fall.  Trophy discussion was tabled until the next meeting.    
c. Uniforms – uniforms have not been a problem.  The Soccer Spot will be ready for the fall. U8 and U10 buy the reversible shirts.  U12 and above buy the collared shirts.  U6 and U7 will be provided the Tee shirts. 
6. Website Changes: 

a. New Website – Ken Perregaux will update the website until a new person is found. Suggestions or changes should be emailed to Ken.
b. New PR person – There is still a need for a new PR Person.  The duties are to communicate with the News Papers, other town organizations, etc. The Club will continue to look for candidates.  .   
c. Intranets.com - Mike Brodeur reminded everyone that the MUYSA@Intranets.com is still active and can be used by coaches for evaluation purposes.  

d. A discussion for compensating the registration database administrator was had.  The previous registration database administrator was compensated $1.00 per registration per season and has resigned. The duties have fallen back onto the MUYSA registrar.
Jeff Ernst motioned to approve the payment of $1.00 per player, coach, and officer to the person responsible for the registration database administration per season.  This would be paid to the Registrar at this time, but could change in the future.  Discussion – there are no paid officers, this payment is for the person responsible for registration database administration. Following the discussion, the motion was seconded by Gene Peterman.  The motion passed unanimously.   

7. Summer 101:

a. Summer Camp (August 2nd – August 5th) – There are 85 children participating in the Soccer 101 camp to be offered by Gary Crompton.  
8. Undocumented “Duties” going forward

a. We need a document that contains all of these to pass forward as people leave the club – Ken Perregaux expressed the need for everyone input into the document.  Examples are: field requests, fertilizer contracts, insurance for hood Field, etc.  If people will email these duties to Ken, he will put them in a document to be used in the future.
9. Other Items:

a. Administrative Position – Mike Brodeur continues to work on the write up for a Vice Presidents position description to discuss at future meetings.
b. Mike Brodeur provided that there was a discussion at the MAYS meeting for a $3.00 fee to be added to each registration to build state field in Lancaster MA.  The fee would continue to build additional fields in other towns in the future.  Before MUYSA votes to approve the fee, the club would like to have the following questions answered.

i. Will the fields be used for town play or by ODP and Premiere teams?

ii. Could the additional $3.00 per player be better spent in the towns where the teams reside?
c. Tryouts – there was a discussion for running a tryouts for MUYSA teams.  Mike Brodeur provided the state has published tryout formats (MAYouthsoccer.com).  Jeff Ernst volunteered to review all available documentation and to provide a recommendation at a future meeting.
